While transcribing death certificates
to rebuild the burial list for Cementerio Lindo, | was
working on those in Maricopa County from 1918. |
had heard of the Spanish Flu epidemic that occurred
during this year, and my dad remembers wearing a
mask when he was four years old, playing outside
the cabin in San Rafael. But | was astonished at the
sheer numbers! There were 1940 death certificates
online for Maricopa County in the year 1918, and |
had just finished going through 1925 when there
were only 1850.

was Oct, 12, 1918, when a 20-year-old young man

Dr. & Mrs. Morgan. and April 30 for 1917/18, the year preceding the in-
famous flu epidemic, there were 905 death certifi-
cates issued. That same period for 1918/19 showed
1603, and then receded to 1196 in the winter of
3 1919/20. We can be thankful that vaccines and an-
tibiotics are available to us in these modern times.
